
Medical Triage refers patient to Medical 
Section of Rehabilitation

Initial Process
1. Personnel logged into Medical Section and vital signs recorded
2. Temperature obtained (tympanic)
3. Pulse oximetry with CO determination.
4. Personnel questioned about signs & symptoms of relevance to situation

Active Cooling
Preferred method is 10 minutes of forearm 

immersion

Re-hydration
12 - 32 oz of oral fluid over 20 minutes

Note: Oral re-hydration can occur concurrently 
with active cooling.

Responder  is  treated using 
appropriate Medical Protocol

Re-hydration
12 - 32 oz of oral fluid over 20 minutes

Note: Oral re-hydration can occur concurrently 
with active warming.

Warming
Dry responder 

Place Responder in warm area
Dress responder in dry clothing if available

Active rewarming using hot packs to axicillia and/or groin

Re evaluate responder after 20 minutes in Medical Section
Vital Signs  

Temperature  (tympanic)
Signs and symptoms

Discharge responder from Medical Section. 
Responder reports to Reassignment 

component 

Minor Wound Care 
as needed.
